This monograph argues that the
Mexican drug cartels are transnational criminal organizations (TCOs) that pose a national security
threat to the regional state actors; however, they are not an insurgency for four reasons. First, none
of the cartels have the political aim or capability to overthrow the Mexican government. Second, the
various TCOs are competing criminal organizations with approximately 90 percent of the violence
being cartel on cartel. For example, the violence in the city of Juarez is largely the result of the
fighting between the local Juarez cartel and the Sinaloa cartel for control of one of the primary
smuggling routes into the U.S.. Third, the cartels’ use of violence and coercion has turned popular
support against them thus denying them legitimacy. Fourth, although the cartels do control zones of
impunity within their areas of influence, the Mexican government has captured, killed, and
extradited kingpins from every major TCO.
