But the question
still unanswered is, who is Mike Tomlin? Known for giving little to the media and keeping his
thoughts and opinions private, those outside the locker room and Steelers offices know little about
the future Hall of Fame coach. Even as one of the most successful African American head coaches in
NFL history, and one that has handled numerous locker room “personalities” over the years, much of



what is written and reported about the coach is only above the surface. That’s where John Harris
comes in.
