he is potentially responsible for anywhere from 20 to 90 deaths of Black women. Wallace continues
to appeal and awaits his execution at Central Prison in Raleigh. BAD HENRY: The Murderous
Rampage of ‘The Taco Bell Strangler’ by Ron Chepesiuk offers valuable insight into the psychology
of serial killers and sheds light on issues surrounding race and policing.
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
