First published in 1943, it grew out of the author’s years in
Nashville during a period of political and financial scandals much like those later so memorably
portrayed his Pulitzer-Prize-winning All The King’s Men. Other formative elements, as he has said,
came originally out of Dante by a winding path. During the winter of 1939-40 in Rome, where the
first half of the book was written, one of the most touching characters, a Christ-bit mountaineer, and
his part of the story literally came full-blown to the author in a typhus-induced delirium. At Heaven'’s
Gate is a novel of violence, of human beings struggling against a fate beyond their power to alter, of
corruption, and of honor. It is the story of Sue Murdock, the daughter of an unscrupulous speculator
who has created a financial empire in the South, and the three men with whom she tries to escape
the dominance of her father and her father’s world. The background is the capital of a Southern
state in the late twenties and the promoters and politicians, the aristocrats and poor whites, the
labor organizers and the dispossessed farmers, the backwoods prophets and university intellectuals
who are drawn into its orbit. Warren’s picture of the South is as fresh, dramatic, and powerful today
as it was when the book was first published. Its plot structure is a tour de force.

the setting sun osamu dazai: Manimekhalai 00000000, 1989 Never before translated into
English, the Manimekhalai is one of the great classics of Indian culture. A second-century Tamil
verse epic, it is a sequel to the Shilappadikaram (New Directions, 1965), which was also masterfully
translated into prose by the acclaimed musician and scholar of Hinduism, Alain Daniélou. Rich with
details of the period's arts, customs, and religions, the Manimekhalai provides an extraordinary
picture of an age that suddenly comes back to life. It is the story of a beautiful young dancer who
decides to forego her looming career as a courtesan in order to dedicate her life (with the aid of
gods, demigods, and a magic bowl called the Cow of Abundance) to charity and to attaining the
bright light of knowledge.

the setting sun osamu dazai: We'll to the Woods No More Edouard Dujardin, 1990 A
delightful period piece of Paris in the late 1880's, We'll to the Woods No More (Les lauriers sont
coupés) retains its importance as the first use of the monologue intérieur and the inspiration for the
stream-of-consciousness technique perfected by James Joyce. Dujardin's charming tale, told with
insight and irony, recounts what goes on in the mind of a young man-about-town in love with a
Parisian actress. Mallarmé described the poetry of the telling as the instant seized by the throat.
Originally published in France in 1887, the first English translation (by Joyce scholar Stuart Gilbert)
was published by New Directions in 1938. In 1957 Leon Edel's perceptive historical essay
reintroduced the book as the rare and beautiful case of a minor work which launched a major
movement.

the setting sun osamu dazai: Seasons of Sacred Lust [0, 1978 Kazuko Shiraishi's poems
are outcries, meditations, exclamations of fierce energy and playfulness. It is a joy to hear from a
Japanese sister of such breadth and bravery. --Anne Waldman
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
