The contributors use a
variety of quantitative methods to show how the act dramatically increased black registration and
black and Mexican-American office holding. They also explain modern voting rights law as it pertains
to minority citizens, discussing important legal cases and giving numerous examples of how the law
is applied. Destined to become a standard source of information on the history of the Voting Rights
Act, Quiet Revolution in the South has implications for the controversies that are sure to continue
over the direction in which the voting rights of American ethnic minorities have evolved since the
1960s.
